How do we make
the environment
safe and secure?

Once admitted, students cannot leave the school. At the party, for safety reasons,
students are permitted to only carry items that will fit in their pockets. Purses or larger
items may be stored with parents in Security with a bag check.

Why do we need
parent volunteers?

Planning for the party is an all-year event with multiple tasks like gathering
donations, decorating, planning for food and drink, and entertainment, etc.

What do parents do
during the party?

Volunteer are assigned to a variety of committees by Staffing:

* Security

* Entertainment

e Decorations- decorate school over 2 days before the party

* Food and drink

* Donations (contributions)
Please note only students and parent volunteers (at the time of the party) will be
allowed in.

What happens at
the end of the
party?

The party ends with a traditional talk by principal Rick Jones (the only faculty
member at the party). The party ends at 6:00 AM.

How much does it
cost to attend?

$50.00 between now and January 31st; $75 after February 1; and $100 at the door
(cash only at the door).
